Soybeans are not the most competitive plants, and this
cover crop mix was designed with this in mind. Cereal Rye,
Triticale, and the Winter Oat provide aggressive growth from
planting until termination, leaving behind a mat that weeds
struggle to penetrate. Soybeans can fix their own nitrogen,
so no legumes are necessary in this mix. The daikon radish
will aerate soil, address soil compaction issues, and make
nutrients soybeans love available right in the root zone.
